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Resumo

A teoria democrética reformulada as novas demandas globalizantes

Leva-se em consideragdo que democracia compreende, de maneira sucinta, uma forma de
organizacao politica que confere a cada um dos membros da comunidade o direito de participar da
direcdo e gestdo dos assuntos publicos e que a mesma baseia-se no consenso - isto é- no principio
do governo da maioria. E defendida, pois, na tese de David Held a ampliagio desse consenso que é
atualmente delimitado pelas fronteiras do Estado-nacional democratico. Tal argumento é
fundamentado na observancia de que o grau de interconex&o global faz com que decisdes tomadas
por representantes de um pais impactem cidaddos de outros paises. No entanto, ndo é conferida a
esses individuos, excluidos pela fronteira do Estado-nacdo, a participacdo em decisdes cujos
resultados irdo afeta-los. Ademais, soma-se a isso a ordem internacional — estruturada por agentes
0s quais fogem ao controle estatal, 0 que potencializa a incapacidade dos cidad&dos demonstrarem
sua vontade. Desse modo, a eficicia do sistema democrético vigente € questionada e a ela emerge a
necessidade de adaptacdo para uma teoria que considere o papel cambiante do Estado democratico

no contexto da globalizacdo: o modelo federal de autonomia democrética.
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Abstract

Democratic theory recast the new globalizing demands
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It takes into account that democracy includes, succinctly, a form of political organization that gives
each member of the community the right to participate in management and governance and that it is
based on consensus - that is - the principle of majority rule. It is supported because, in David Held's
thesis that consensus of the expansion is currently limited by the boundaries of democratic nation-
State. This argument is based on the observance of the degree of global interconnectedness that
makes decisions to be taken by representatives of a country will impact citizens of other countries.
However, there is not conferred upon those individuals excluded by the frontier of the nation State,
the participation in these decisions whose outcomes will affect them. Moreover, it adds to the
international order - structured by agents which are beyond State control, which enhances the
inability of citizens to demonstrate their will. Thus, the effectiveness of existing democratic system
is questioned and it emerges the need to adapt to a theory that considers the changing role of the

democratic state in the context of globalization: the federal model of democratic autonomy.
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
